In a splendid
gesture of homage thar carely happens in the
casc of writers, "The Indian Express " and
‘Mathrubhumi™ wrote sub-editorials on the
denuse of Paz highlighting his importance in
world literary tradition and revealing his spe-
cial relatonship with India.

Ortavio Paz came to limelight when he
became the Nobel lavreate for literature in
19940, But much before that itsclf this distin-
ruished writer's fame had crossed the seas and
reached ‘the four corners of the world' through
transiahions from Spanish to English. {As for
herada, Paz had appeared in Malayalam as eardy
as 1983; Sunstong’, perhaps the most impor-
tant poem of 584 lines, was translated into
Malayalam by Kadammanitta Ramaknishnan
and published in an anthology of contempo-
rary Latin American poems entitled "Latin
American  Kavitha' edited by K,
| Sachidanandan)

Paz had a unigue relationship with In-
dia. In 1952 he came to India as 2 minor offi-
cial in Mexican embassy and staved for around
six months only o retumn o Japan. His sec-
ond sejourn in India started in 1962 as Mexi-
can Ambassador to India and continued up o
1968, Paz resigned his ambassadorial post as
i sign of prodest against the ruthless repres-
ston of student revolutionanes in Mexico

In his bovhood Paz spent hours in his
grandfuther's libary. He described it as "an cn-
chanted cove’. Eventually he found a crucible
of experience in Spain. Upon the outhreak ol
civil war Paz went there and identified strongly
with the Republican cause against the Fuseasts.
Writers and thinkers like Neruda,
Auden.Spender. Hemingway etal were drawn
nto the vortex of civil war.Spain in those days
was o testing ground. The Republican cause
was defeated, In Spain Paz published on an-
thology -"Beneath Your Clear Shadow and
Other Poems’,

Pz came back to Mexico via Paris where
he made friends with Andre Breton and come

under the influence of surrcalism, Virious col-
tection of poems like The Prodigal Son', They
Shall nat Pass’, 'Freedom Under Parole’, were
hrotght out later on in Mexico, 1957 saw the
publicaion of Piedra de sol' (The Sun Stonc’)
perhiaps the most importent long poem by Faz
noted for its high poetic density and seintillat-
ing camplexity.

Latcr on Paz entered Mexico's diplomatic

corps and served in a varety of assignments.
From 1967 ta 19568 Paz had been Maxican

Ambassidor to India, The year 1968 witnessed
student rebellions in various places - in Paris,
in London and also in Mexico. There the stu-
dents came out demanding social change. The
government repressed the movement resulling
in the death of around three hundred students.
Paz wrote about that incident in his most per-
sonal work to date - " In Light of India’ = "1
decided that [ could no longer represent a gov-
ernment that was operaling in a mannér so
clearly opposite to my way of thinking” Paz
resigned his posL. I

In 1971 Paz published 'Ladera este’ (East
Slope) a collection of poems embodying his
eastern experiences. Later prose works include
‘Conjunctions and Disjunctions’ and 'One Earth
"Four or Five Worlds', ‘The collected Poems of
Octavio Paz' was published in 1987 by New
Directions .In 1995 Paz published in Spanish |
4 prose book on his Indian exprience which |
was translated into English last year - 'In Light

Paz makes this
penetating commeni: “In the past the Indians
created a great eivilization, but they could never
create @ unified nation or a national state, The
centifugal forces of India arc old and powerful:

For
P it is an ‘enormous metaphysical boa, slowly
and relentlessly digesting foreign cullures,
pods, languages and beliels'

The proliferation of castes makes India
a cosmic matrix, The system of caste in India
nepates the ida of @ nation:” the dea of a na-
tion is incompalible with the institution of
caste.” In Hindu philosophy the idea of a just
society does not exist. Dharma is not the alter-
native. " Dharma is an ethics, not a politics.” In
ancient India there was no idea of a universal
state, There was no renaissance. "Neither Hin-
duism por Islam had a religious reformation
or a culturel, artistic and philosophical Renais-
sunce. These two movements are the basis of
modesnity and without them the European ex-
pansion would have been arrested.” Paz accu-
rately observes that imperialism introduced
modernity to India. In his words, "the Inde-
pendence of 1947 was the triumph of British
ideas and institutions....without the British”,

Paz analyses the historical evolution of
India and comments on some prominent fig-
ures behind the formation of its distinctive cul-
ture. Baber, Aurangzeb, William Jones,
| Macaulay, Ram Mohan Roy, Swami
! Vivekananda, Annie Beasant, Gandhi- all are
| commenled wpon from fresh, revealing angles.
Reuders feel the author's in sight mellowed by
the lyrical language of a true poet.

Empty’ deals with the soul of India, its art, lit-
erature. music and philosophy. The poet's ob-
servations have got deapth and beauty. In the
Bhagavad Gita Paz finds an indifference to rhcl
sufferings of others. In spite of Krishna's ser-j
mons Arjuna saves none but himself, “The least]
we can say is that Krishna preaches a disinter-
est without philanthropy, He teachers Arjuna
how 1o escape karma and save himselef, not how
to save others,”

Paz analyses different religions with the
diverse visions of lime and argues for he refor-
mation of our civilization based on the present
taking into consideraion the concrete reality of|
everyday. Now that our idea of time has eracked
apart and its miraculous inventions have burned
our hands and minds we have to evolve a new
civilization and a new politics based on the
present, says Paz. ‘

Paz had a very high sense of vocation as
a poct, He was one of the most sincere and most
authentic poets of 20th century. His sense
dedication to the call of the poet was
astonishing.As a poet he handled words with
the extreme care of an archaeologist analysing
a fragile relic from a bygone age. Paz became
conscions of the sacredness of words in poetry
and cven the value of blank space between
words to evoke subtle suggestions. In more than
one poem Lhe poet made clear his cnnuepl.iunl
of the nature of poetry.

[HE PLACE OF PAZ IN PRESENT DAY LITERATURE

Tt was Carlos Fuentes, another Mexican

writer of world renown who accorded the great-
est praise to Octavio Paz. In 1980’ itself
Fuentes conceded that Paz had forever changed
the face of Mexican literature. This is as much
as to say that Mexican literature has a pre-Paz
period and a post- Paz phase. On idenlogical
grounds Fuentes had disagreements with Paz
and hoth were considered rivals by themselves.
In light of this fact the praise is credible as it
comes form a rival writer. Then. in the light of
historical association of the writer's name and
the allusions contained in Fuentes' words, the
praisc becomes Scintillating . His name
‘Octavio'is obviously derived from '‘Cetavins'
the first emperor of Rome, who.according to
the celeberated historian Seutonius,"foond
Rome built of brick and left it in marble” (The |
Lives of Twelve Caesars’). As for his surname
"Paz', it is derived from ‘Pax’ ,again a concept '
associated with Roman history ‘Pax Romana
(Roman peace) began with the reign with the
Oectavius Caesar. Semantically speaking 'Faz’
has a placid company of 'Pax' and 'peace’.lt is
observed that the clarity and precision in Paz's
writing inspired other Mexican Writer's to give
up the convoluted style so common in Mexico. |
Paz became a model for other writers in Mexico
in that he influenced them to alar their mode |
of expression and style, Carlos Fuentes must
have had all these historical and literary asso-
ciations in his mind when he observed that Paz
had for ever changed the face of Mexican lit-
erature.
